TRIP GUIDELINES   /   RULES & REGULATIONS

GUIDELINES:  We are going to Virginia with a purpose.  That purpose is to represent the Owen J. Roberts School District.  While on the trip everyone’s attitude and decorum must reflect with pride upon their school and themselves.  Any deviation will not be tolerated.  Remember, this is a school trip which means that the policies outlined in your student handbooks apply.  Also remember, we are ambassadors from the State of Pennsylvania and from Owen J. Roberts.

GENERAL RULES AND REGULATIONS:

1)
MR. MENGEL’S THOUGHTS ON BUS RIDES:

Sleep as much as you want!  A good deal of time will be spent on the buses.  Remember to use good judgement at all times.  One important thing to consider on this trip is that we are traveling with a large number of adults and some younger family members.  Always be considerate of those around you, especially if you happen to be sitting right next to them on the bus.  Always stay seated while buses are in motion and keep the noise level down to a minimum.  If you plan to bring along your own music, please plan to use personal headphones with whatever device you bring along.  No speakers, boom boxes, etc.  (The music YOU like to listen to might not be the music everyone else on the bus likes to listen to.)  We will also bring along an ample supply of movies for the bus ride.  You may also bring your own movies provided you clear them with Mr. Mengel ahead of time.  Only movies up to a PG rating will be shown – no rated ‘R’ movies or movies with fowl or inappropriate language or scenes.

PUBLIC BEHAVIOR:


Again, good judgement is called for at all times.  Other people will be on vacation from around the country and do not want to get to know you.  Any uncalled-for incident will result in your being excluded from future events.

CURFEW:  


You will all be required to be in your rooms at curfew.  (11:30pm) You will not be permitted to leave your room for any reason except in an emergency.  Room checks will take place each night by your designated chaperone(s).  You must wake-up at the indicated time on your itinerary for breakfast.  I suggest calling the front desk for a wake-up call.  You can also rest assured that the chaperones will be around in the morning to wake everyone up.  Breakfast is a must for everyone!

4)
HOTEL ETIQUETTE:

MR. MENGEL’S THOUGHTS ON HOTEL BEHAVIOR:    This is important!



The Crowne Plaza Ft. Magruder is a first-class hotel and you are all expected to be “first-class” guests during our stay!  Please keep in mind that 

there are other guests staying at our hotel – they do not want to meet you,

see you, or hear you!   Other guests will complain if they hear loud noises and I am the one who will receive those complaints!  Keep a low profile while at the hotel.  No running down the halls or running in and out of each others rooms.  There may be other guests on our floor or in rooms close to ours.  Common sense, good judgement, and common courtesy apply at all times!

5) ALCOHOL/DRUGS:

Quite simply, this is the most important rule of all:  THERE WILL BE NO DRINKING OF ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES AND/OR USE OF DRUGS AT ANY TIME DURING THE TRIP.  SCHOOL POLICIES AND DISCIPLINARY PROCEDURES WILL PREVAIL ON THE TRIP, AND WILL RESULT IN THE STUDENT BEING RETURNED HOME AT THE PARENT’S EXPENSE.  Don’t take any chances – you’re all too smart to even consider doing this.  We will be checking for this constantly.

6) SMOKING:

There will be NO smoking or use of tobacco products at any time.  Again, school 

policies and disciplinary procedures will apply.

7) STICK TO THE ITINERARY:

Obviously a trip like this requires careful planning.  Mr. Mengel has gone to great lengths to provide you with a well-planned and organized trip.  You can expect to follow all times to the letter.  YOU MUST BE PROMPT AT ALL TIMES!!!  Remember, if you are late for an event you will hold up the entire group and there  will be over 100 other people who will not be very pleased with you.  If you are late for any reporting times, you will not be permitted to participate in future trips.

CHAPERONES:

Adult chaperones will be assigned to each room for the purpose of room checks at night and to relay information on schedule changes, pass out tickets, vouchers, etc.  The chaperones are there for your safety and well-being. Your complete cooperation and extreme politeness will be anticipated!!!  Report any problems (i.e. room damage, health concerns, questions, etc.) to your chaperone at any time during the trip.   Your chaperone(s) will be your liaison to me.  They will be responsible for giving you any of your needed tickets or vouchers, etc. throughout the trip.  In other words, please do not approach me for every single thing you may need on this trip…..go to your chaperone first.  If they can’t help you, then come and find me.  That will be MUCH appreciated by me!

PHONE USE:

I realize that most of you have cell phones and will use them to contact your parents.  However, if you aren’t bringing a cell phone along, you will need to make all long-distance calls (i.e. calls to your parents at home) from the hotel LOBBY PAY PHONES.  (The use of a calling card here is suggested.)  You will not be able to place any long distance calls from your hotel rooms.  (This service will be turned off.)  You will be able to RECEIVE long distance calls from your parents in your rooms, however.  You will be able to place room-to-room calls unless this becomes a problem or an annoyance to anyone (in this case, room-to-room service will be turned off as well.)  Treat the use of your room phones very maturely!
